Masoretes schools under the
supervision of the Jewish religious elite were created. They were men dedicated entirely to th
transcripton of the Holy Scripturesn the past They were very well organized and@cted in
accordance with the religious elite and @®svish and Hebrewmtelligentsia of their eras.
